Nursery - Meithrin



ÅBegin with a stimulus such as a book or a puppet or both. 

ÅTeach the vocabulary for colours pointing to the appropriately coloured 
object.  

ÅEncourage child participation -they choose an object and name the 
colour. Depending on your objects they could be placed in a feely bag.  

Sing a song eg. Lliwiauõr Enfys. 

ÅFocused Tasks -matching activity using spiders and lacing, name the 
colour as it is matched.  Make a spider and colour each òshoeó in using 

different colours.  Name the colour as this is done.  Complete by 
using shearing elastic to òbounceó the spider.  Use large hoops 

outside and sort objects into the colour hoops, naming the colours.  
Make teddies using a template and colour the teddies in different 

colours naming each colour.  Encourage responding to questioning - òPa 
liw ydy hwn?ó   

ÅContinuous Provision -place a variety of different coloured objects 
on a table top.  The children can use them to name the colours and 

sort into sets of colours/use as big and small reinforcing colours.

ÅEnhanced Provision - increase the numbers of objects and colours.   



Reception- Derbyn

ÅUse puppets to stimulate conversation and introduce body parts.

ÅPlay a game using Dangoswch i mié.+body part.

ÅSing a song eg. Pen, ysgwyddau, coesau, traed.

ÅFocused Tasks -chalk around a friend on the playground.  Name the 
body parts.  Using a pairs game, finding the matching body part and 
name it.  Make a body shape using twigs, grass and leaves.  Name the 

body parts.    

ÅContinuous Provision -place a variety of different body parts on a 
table top/carpet area.  The children can use them to òrebuild a bodyó 

naming the body parts.

ÅEnhanced Provision - increase the body parts.  Add a variety of toys 
enabling the children to point to a toyõs body part and asking another 
child to name the part/encourage them to play òDangoswch i mié. ò 
using the toys.  Use mark making materials eg. Paper, card, post its 

to encourage children to record words for the body parts.     



Blwyddyn 1 - Year 1

An interactive display to teach the 
days of the week and sentence 

patterns using the weather.

This is used on a daily basis.  The 
children are also encouraged to use 
the weather display to match the 
weather sentences to the correct 
symbol.  They also use drama and 
role play to òact outó different 

types of weather.  The child that 
guesses correctly then takes a turn 

to act out a weather scene.
